(FY23) on a sharp fall in pro-
visions and contingencies.

Propped up by repricing of
loans and robust credit
growth, net interest income
(NII) expanded 16.9 per cent
YoY and 3.7 per cent quarter-
on-quarter, reveals a BS
Research analysis of 14 listed
Indian private banks.

The Reserve Bank of
India (RBI) in its July bulle-
tin said banks increased their
external benchmark lending
rate by 50 basis points (bps)
in June. Twenty-eight
domestic banks have also
increased their one-year
marginal cost of funds-based
lending rate in the range of
5-50 bps during June.

The reporting quarter was
marked by volatility in bond
markets as response to cen-
tral banks’ action to rein in
runaway inflation. The con-
tribution from the treasury
was negligible or absent,
given the hardening of yields
as the RBI hiked the policy
repo rate by 90 bps in the
quarter. As a consequence,
other income, where treasury
revenues have a significant
contribution, fell 4 per cent
YoY in Q1FY23 and 14.3 per
cent sequentially.

The provisions and con-
tingencies declined 56 per
cent YoY, helping bolster the
bottom line. Improved asset
quality profile supported the
decline in provisions. Gross
non-performing assets
declined 11 per cent to X1.65
trillion at the end of June,
from 1.9 trillion a year ago.

Nitin Aggarwal, senior
group vice-president (bank-
ing research) Motilal Oswal
Securities, said the trend of
bank performance in Q1FY23
was on expected lines. The
quarter was marked by vol-
atility on the treasury side.
Profiting from repricing, NII
and margins are expected to
improve. Also, volatility in
treasury income is also
expected to subside on stabil-
isation in market yields.

While banks have been
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quick to increase lending
rates, the transmission to
deposit rates has been rel-
atively sluggish. Deposit
rates are reliant on demand
for credit, as well as
liquidity conditions in the
banking system.

In the case of term
deposits, 25 of 33 domestic
banks increased their term
deposit rates in the range of
3-38 bps.

Private banks under
review posted 18.2 per cent
growth in advances — higher
than the rate at which the
banking system’s loan book
expanded (14.4 per cent YoY)
in June. The pace of credit
offtake was lethargic last
year (Q1 of 2021-22) as
demand got hit by the sec-
ond wave of Covid-19.

Private  sector bank
deposits grew 14 per cent YoY
— higher than the banking
system’s 9.8 per cent until the
end of June — according to
the RBI data.

Cost of databreaches highest ever: IBM study

Bengaluru, 27July

Data breaches cost Indian
businesses an average 17.6
crore in 2022 — the highest
amount ever, according to an
IBM report that called cyber-
attacks the “biggest chal-
lenge” for the industry.

The cost increased 6.6 per
cent from last year when the
average cost of a breach was
%16.5 crore. Itis up 25 per cent
from %14 crore in 2020, said

the IBM Cost of Data Breach
Report 2022 on Wednesday.

“The India findings illus-
trate the growing magnitude
of the threat over time. It’s
clear that businesses cannot
evade cyberattacks,” said
Viswanath Ramaswamy, vice-
president, technology, at IBM
technology sales, IBM India
and South Asia.

Industrial companies —
chemical processing, engi-
neering, and manufacturing
— paid the highest for data

breaches. The average cost of
a breach was 39,024 in 2022.

The services industry —
legal, accounting, and consul-
tancy — came next and it was
followed by technology
industries, comprising soft-
ware and hardware com-
panies. The services indus-
try’s average cost of breach
was 7,085 and it was 36,900
for the technology industry.

“Keeping security capabil-
ities flexible enough to match
attacker agility will be the big-

gest challenge as the industry
moves forward,” said
Ramaswamy. “To stay on top
of growing cybersecurity chal-
lenges, investment in zero-
trust deployments, mature
security practices, and Al-
based platforms can help
make all the difference when
businesses are attacked.”

The average time to iden-
tify a data breach decreased
from 239 to 221 days, while the
average time to contain it rose
from 81 to 82 days.
